As part of the M1 Exit 54 Interchange project, several arterial roads were upgraded to where
they connected with existing thoroughfares. This included the replacement of roundabouts
with signalised intersections. Additionally Peachey Road, Ormeau was required to provide safe
pedestrian access to the adjacent Ormeau Shopping Centre.

Project Design Brief

Designers faced several constraints around existing levels, which required the surface water
runoff to be efficiently drained to prevent puddles. The drainage system needed to be
roadworthy but safe for pedestrians and cyclists.
